CREDITS AND GRADING: ucD uses

the European Credit Transfer System. Mod-
ules are generally worth 5ECTS credits each.
A full semester workload is equivalent to
30ECTS credits. Erasmus/ Exchange students can take a
maximum of 30ECTS credits per semester. Four modules is
the minimum in order to be considered full-tme for immi-
graton purposes. Students may choose from a range of
over seventy modules. Further academic informaton can
be found in the Quinn School webpage. Before making the
module selecton, students should carefully check that they
meet the recommended pre-requisites and previous learn-
ing requirement of each module.

ASSESSMENT Business modules are taught by a series
of formal lectures/classes together with a strong emphasis
on course work outside of class. Each module is comprised
of two to three hours of formal classes per week for a
twelve-week semester. Assessment is built around the
complementary understanding of theory and practce.
Modules are assessed via various methods incorporatng
contnuous assessment, individual and group project work
and examinatons. Formal exam assessment takes place at
the end of each semester, December for semester 1 mod-
ules and May for semester 2. Repeat examinatons are
available at the end of the following semester.

Passing grades: A, B, C, D. A leter grade is the Tnal aggre-
gate result of all assessment components completed for a
given module.

WORKING IN IRELAND:

EU/EEA Natonals have the same enttlement to take up
employment as that of an Irish person.

Non-EU/EEA Natonals: Students who are atending a full-
tme course of one year’s duraton are enttled to seek em-
ployment on a casual basis. Casual employment means you
can work for 20 hours per week during term tme or full-
tme (up to 40 hours) during normal college holidays. One
semester students cannot seek employment. For further
informaton, please visit the Working in Ireland secton of
the UCD Internatonal OFce webpage.

HEALTH INSURANCE:

EU Natonals in possession of the European
Health Insurance Card (EHIC) are enttled to
public health services in Ireland.

Non-EU Natonals: UCD doesn’t arrange health insurance
for students. You can purchase insurance in your home
country, however you will need to ensure that it is valid in
Ireland and in any other countries you plan to travel to.
GNIB require that your health insurance must cover you up
to €25,000 for in-hospital treatment. Further informaton
is available in the Health secton of the UCD Internatonal
Ofce webpage.
